1. Accessible Image Sample Book
0. Version 1.0 is now posted to the DIAGRAM web site.
0. Webinar about the book held on February 6th went very well.

1. Next project: Accessible Image Registry 
1. Time to begin work on laying out design principles – more questions than answers right now. 
1. Important to do research before design – get input from as wide a group as possible.
1. Who is the registry for (teachers, publishers, home use)? 
1. How would people use it?
1. How is it hosted? 
1. What should go in it? 
1. How to do quality control. Should it be a curated resource or crowdsourced without curation/moderation?
1. Would people contribute to it?
1. Where would it fit into publishers’ work flow?
1. What are the copyright considerations? (Creative Commons has been working on copyright metadata – might be useful here.)
1. How to handle ongoing maintenance? (problem of “link rot”)
1. Would we charge a membership fee to access or would it be freely available?
1. Will there be a gap between what we want to include and what we can obtain?
1. Would be good to look at existing models and find out what’s working, what’s not. What could we offer that would fill an existing gap? 
1. Work on the Accessibility Metadata Project will be important to look at during requirements gathering stage.
1. Timeframe: Can we build something in next 16 months (before end of DIAGRAM award on April 30, 2015)? No, but we can design something in that timeframe and maybe even build a prototype. That would put us in a good position to apply for funding to build it.

1. American Printing House for the Blind; Tactile Graphics Library. Web site: http://www.aph.org/tgil/ This library is targeted toward K-12 students. 
2. Independence Science; TAEVIS collection. Web site: http://www.independencescience.com/ This site contains 11,280 files produced by Purdue University for its B/VI students. The collections heavily weighted toward science. There are a large number of aeronautical and biochemistry images. Copies of the images will be sold on an individual basis.
